There may be laws or regulations about some activities, such as disposing of hazardous waste or storing dangerous materials.  Organisations develop workplace procedures to ensure that their daily work practices are done in such a way that they comply with the appropriate laws and regulations.
Some of the environmental laws and regulations that may affect organisations include:

· Commonwealth legislation that governs activities such as hazardous waste disposal, disposing of materials in Commonwealth waters, generating enough renewable energy to meet mandatory target levels, protecting the ozone layer by controlling use of certain substances and labelling products with information about water and energy efficiency.

· Commonwealth regulations (rules) developed to achieve the objectives set out in Commonwealth legislation, similar to how workplace procedures support the achievement of general workplace policies.

· State and territory legislation and regulations that govern environmental practices in areas including vehicle emissions, water use and OHS

· OHS laws covering a range of issues relating to workplace safety including, for example, activities that may affect air quality, disposal and storage of hazardous material and the use of appropriate personal protective equipment

· Industry guidelines and regulations that are specific to particular industries; for example, building and manufacturing regulations that must be complied with by workers and organisation in those industries

· Local council by-laws and regulations that cover a number of environmental issues including waste disposal.
